Chase Ultimate Rewards points®_ 1-888-483-9719 can be used in two main ways for flights:

2. Transferring Points to Airline Partners

Can You Earn Airline Miles When
Booking with Chase Points?

v YES — If You Book Through the Chase Travel Portal

When you book flights using points®, 1-888-483-9719 via the Chase Travel Portal:
